While this is not a Catholic cele-

bration in our liturgical year, the 

secular world calls this Valentine 

Day for an acknowledgement of love, 

friendship and relationships through 

different mediums that show caring, 

closeness and commitment. Celebrating 

Valentineõs as believers is an invitation 

to us to reflect on the character of our 

relationships and the intrinsic presence 

of God in them. In other words, itõs an 

opportunity to recognize what nurtures 

our souls when we relate to each other. 

If our relationships are based on some-

thing else than God, we will be barren 

bushes in the desert, as described by 

the prophet in our first reading, enjoying 

no change in season. If our relationships 

are based on our trust and love for God, 

we will be trees planted beside the wa-

ters, bearing fruit and staying alive in 

the midst of difficulties.  
 

This foundation in God is what strength-

ens us to be faithful to the Kingdom of 

God through our dedication to a new 

way of life in the Beatitudes we hear of 

in todayõs gospel. The Beatitudes, more 

than commandments, are ways of ex-

pressing the truth of the Kingdom in our 

lives. Living in God is a blessing whether 

we are poor, hungry, weeping, or perse-

cuted and marginalized. Living in or be-

ing planted in God are ways of living our 

human existence and define the way we 

respond to Godõs call. As we get ready to 

begin our Lenten season, letõs be 

planted in God, who gives us life. As we 

make commitments to support our Dio-

cese financially in our response to the 

Catholic Appeal 2010, letõs be planted 

in God who multiplies our gifts and 

makes us fruitful, even through difficult 

times.
